Located in the Palmer Ranch area in Sarasota County.

The 10.5 mile circuit is on Honore Ave from Palmer Ranch Parkway to 681 and back. The circuit
has a bike lane for the entire distance, a minimal amount of auto traffic and one traffic light.

The Honore Circuit Century is a Coastal Cruiser Bicycle Club (CCBC) ride. You must be a CCBC
member to participate. An annual CCBC membership is $10 and must be paid by non-members
in conjunction with the ride registration fee.

Honore Circuit Century Route
The ride will begin as a group at 8 AM at Northridge Rd and Honore Ave. It will proceed south
on Honore at a neutral pace for the first 1.5 miles to Palmer Ranch Parkway. After passing the
Palmer Ranch Parkway traffic signal, participants may proceed at the pace of their choice. In
order for the ride distance to equal 100 miles, Loop #1 will be a short loop. Signs and a flag per-
son will indicate the turn-around point for the short loop. The remaining 9 loops will consist of
a circuit on Honore Ave from Palmer Ranch Parkway to 681 and back. After the last of the 9
long loops, the ride will continue north on Honore Ave and finish at Northridge Rd.

A fully stocked rest stop and a restroom will be located at mile 4 and every 10.5 miles after that.
Prior to the start, you may prepare your own feed bag/drop bag and it will delivered to the rest
stop. SAG will be provided by “Dial-A-SAG” by calling 941 525-7079

All riders must wear helmets and obey Florida traffic laws.
Ride ends at 4 PM. No rain date, no refunds.
